FOUNTAIN GRASS. This bunchgrass from Africa fuels
wildfires. It has cylindrical leaves and grows in a dense
clump up to 3 feet tall. The flowers are purple when young
and white when dry.

IRONWOOD. This salt-resistant tree from Australia
spreads from plantings and displaces native coastal
vegetation. It has a wispy pine-like appearance and can
grow up to 100 feet tall. The cones are small, and leaves
look like pine needles.
